‘Afghanistan can succeed when terrorism
no longer flows across Durand Line’

In an apparent reference to Pakistan,
India’s permanent representative to
the UN TS Tirumurti said those
providing sanctuary to terrorists
must be held accountable

IN AN APPARENT reference to
Pakistan, India has told the
United Nations that
Afghanistan can succeed only
when terrorism no longer
flows across the Durand Line,
asserting that those providing
sanctuarytoterrorists mustbe
held accountable and the Secu-
rity Council should speak
unequivocally against such
forces. The Durand Line is the
2,640-km border between
Afghanistan and Pakistan.

“It is our view that peace
process and violence cannot go
hand in hand, and we call for
immediate comprehensive
ceasefire. For durable peace in
Afghanistan,we havetoputan
end toterrorist safe havensand
sanctuaries operating across
the Durand Line,” India's per-
manent representative to the
United NationsambassadorTS
Tirumurti said on Friday.

Speaking at the Arria For-
mula Meeting on'What can the
Security Council do to support
the peace process in
Afghanistan)hesaid the report
of the Analytical Support and

Sanctions Monitoring Team
under the Al-Qaeda/Daesh
Sanctions Committee has also
highlighted the presence of
foreign fighters in
Afghanistan. For violence to
end in Afghanistan, these ter-
rorist supply chains must be
broken, Tirumurti said.

“Itis time that the Security
Council speaks unequivocally
against violence and terrorist
forces and acts against terror-
ist sanctuaries and safe
havens,” he said. “Afghanistan
can succeed only when terror-
ism no longer flows across the
Durand Line. Terror and vio-
lence cannot be the instru-
ment to shape Afghanistan's
future or dictate the choices
Afghans make. It is important
to ensure that no one provides
sanctuary to terrorists who
threaten Afghanistan or any
other country in the region.
Those who do so must be held
accountable,” he said, without
naming any country.

Tirumurti noted that
Afghanistan todayisata crit-
icaljuncture and it is vital for
the international commu-
nity, especially the UNSC, to
send the right message to
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everyone concerned.

He stressed that the over-
all objective of “our endeav-
our has been only to bring
lasting peace and stability in
Afghanistan,as thatis critical
for the peace and security of
the whole region” and in
order to achieve this, the
UNSC needs to ensure that
the peace process must be
Afghan-led, Afghan-owned
and Afghan-controlled.

The Indian envoy further
stressed that it is important to
ensure thattheissue of full tran-
sit rights to Afghanistan is not
used by statestoextract political
price from Afghanistan.

“The international com-
munity should discourage
medieval mentalities and work
towards removal of artificial
transit barriers imposed on
Afghanistan. It should ensure
all transitrights guaranteed to
Afghanistan under bilateral
and multilateral transit agree-
ments operate without any
hindrance.India remains com-
mitted to working with the
international community
towards achieving this shared
objective,” he said. “The situa-
tion in Afghanistan is a mat-
ter of concern. Restoration of
normalcy in Afghanistan
through a legitimate democ-

Alok Tandon, CEO, INOX
Leisure, says only about half
of INOX theatres have
resumed operations.

Among theatres that are
welcoming audiences, the
footfall is hardly something
to write home about, say
industry insiders. Kunal
Sawhney, senior vice-presi-
dent, operations, Carnival
Cinemas, says theatres are
yet to reach the pre-Covid
operational benchmarks,
mainly because of the
absence of fresh content.
PVR Cinemas is hoping to
draw viewers with film fes-
tivalswhere the ticket prices
will be attractive. The Yash
Raj films festival, which
concluded on November 19,
allowed viewers to watch
movies like Kabhie Kabhie,
Veer-Zaara, etc, for just
X50 per ticket.

On November 20, two
new English films hit the
screens: The War with
Grandpa starring Robert
De Niro and a romantic
comedy, The Broken Hearts
Gallery. While this is encour-
aging, viewers are looking
forward to Bollywood
releases like Ranveer
Singh-starrer 83 and Rohit
Shetty’s Soorvayanshi.

Until producers are con-
fident about releasing big-
budget films, alternate rev-
enue streams are the only
way to stay afloat for cinema
halls.“In the interim, multi-
plex owners need to find
ways to monetise their
brands and the loyalty they
have built through user
experience.

The handover requires no
sharing of information
between the outgoing Trump
team and theincoming Biden
team, Twitter said, adding
that all existing tweets on
those accounts will be
archived and Twitter will

Under the brand names of
Purple Canteen, Green Can-
teen, Movie Munchies and
Red Bubble Cafe, Carnival
Cinemas is monetising its
F&B arm through food deliv-
ery aggregators Swiggy and
Zomato in states like Maha-
rashtra and Kerala. Mean-
while, PVR Cinemas has
renewed its association with
Indian Super League team
Chennaiyin FC, to give fans
an experience of watching
the games on the big screen.
